b. *Mills Music Pilot – Coebie and Amanda from Mills

i. Request Reviewed

ii. A body of evidence was distributed and discussed

iii. This would bring a full time teacher to Mill’s for music

iv. ARRA monies may be helpful with this

v. The music teacher would need to be able to do instruments, vocal and strings 

vi. It is hard to get all core subjects into a day

vii. This proposal does not account for an extended day, financially 

viii. This could be financially scaled back

ix. There are still may questions to be answered around this proposal

x. The Board would recommend that during this pilot, data is collected so that at the end of the pilot, the Board knows how to take next steps

xi. Approved by Subcommittee to send this to Board Budget 
c. *Student Support/Safe Schools Director Salary

i. This salary is a staff of the C & I Division

ii. It is paid out of Title 4 and Title 4 is diminishing 

iii. Discussion with Special Education to help financially

iv. Approved by Subcommittee to send this to Board Budget 
d. *RHS Recovery Program

i. The request is for 2 FTE to run this program and counselor

ii.  Other ways to help with funding were discussed

iii. A site away from any campus would be helpful to the success of these students

iv. Should this program be a pilot for 3 years so we have a baseline and data to see if it is successful before continuing to fund it

v. An option would be that the high schools give a .4 FTE to help fund this. 

vi. Approved by Subcommittee to send this to Board Budget
