Referral forms: Gayle Schnorenberg from Safe Schools joined the meeting, on behalf of Wayne Beatty, to discuss the possibility of having a diversity option on referral forms. Gayle said she can authorize a change on the forms and will talk to Print Shop about getting new forms made. She said that in SASI, there is a spot for a “hate crime,” but it’s a matter of educating people how to use SASI and appropriately fill out this section. She asked how far we’d want it to go: If it’s marked as a hate crime, it may not necessarily be race-related (it could be about gender, sexual orientation, religion, etc.). Mel said we want to track all of it. Mel will talk with Mary Holt to see if we can add a comment section in SASI, so “hate crime” can be defined. Or, perhaps she could add dropdown check boxes with options (race, gender, sex, etc.). 


It also was noted that should we get a new student information system, this information also should be included. 


Jennifer gave Crystal a rundown of the meeting, and she asked if we can we say hate “crime” if the act is not illegal? 


Diversity conference: An invitation will be extended to members who regularly attend meetings, and otherwise support the Diversity Task Force to attend the 2008 Syfr Summer Retreat for the Make a Difference with Differences conference in Georgia. Jennifer will send an e-mail asking these select members if they can attend (DTF funds will cover expenses), and she will also look into airfare from Casper.
