PROJECT DETAILS

1. Brief description of the project and its activities:

The Zula Project offers the Casper Community several unique opportunities. Zula
Patrol: Down to Earth! is an immersive, full-dome planetarium program that promotes
scientific curiosity and encourages environmental awareness. This program, created for
children (pre-K to 4" grade) and their families, takes audiences on a journey through
time with a cast of wacky alien characters from the award-winning PBS series, The Zula
Patrol. Viewers will learn about the formation and development of our planet, and the
catastrophic consequences of toxic trash. Zula Patrol: Down to Earth! aligns with many
national and state science standards and encourages children to take care of the planet
they call home. This program will play at the Casper Planetarium throughout its ten-year
license. During the first year audiences ages 10 and under will gain free admission,
others will pay $2.50 per person which will fund support for student staff and the
purchase of new shows. Each family that attends the show will receive a family activity
packet to take home. Upon completion the families will return the packet to the
planetarium for a chance to win a family pass to a show of their choice. Following each
showing audiences will be offered a simple questionnaire that will assess the knowledge
gained from the show. completed surveys will be turned it for a prize and then analyzed
by planetarium staff in order the evaluate the educational effectiveness of the show.

In order to make lasting connections and foster continued curiosity, Chromakey
software and equipment will become a significant component of this project. A
planetarium educator will attend Chromakey and digital storytelling training in order to
maintain and implement the technology in a variety of areas and train other planetarium
staff. Chromakey will allow participants to place themselves in different time periods
portrayed in the Zula Patrol planetarium show. They will report on the unique features
of each of these periods as compared to the Earth we live on today. The techno!ogx will
also be incorporated into other digital storytelling projects. The educator will host 6™ -
8" grade students in using Chromakey to create digital stories. Planetarium participants,
NCSD K-12 students, and Casper College students will have opportunities to use the
technology to create programs, broadcasts, and stories as related to science and
culture.




Two Casper College pre-service teachers will collaborate with the Tate Museum to host
two sessions of summer and winter astronomy camps each year. The curriculum for
these camps will be designed by the pre-service teachers and based on Zula Patrol
content. These pre-service teachers will gain valuable experience in using the
planetarium and its resources as an effective teaching tool. Students of the camps will
apply the knowledge gained at the camp and use Chromakey to design and film a
commercial on environmentally healthy habits that will be played before each
planetarium show. 6" through 8" grade digital storytelling students will assist in the
production of this commercial.

The Zula Project offers local families and students an enriching and enjoyable
experience, exposes the community to advanced educational technology, offers
educational enrichment to students, and provides pre-service teachers with valuable
and unique teaching opportunities.

- To educate audiences on the formation and development of Earth.

- To promote environmental awareness.
To enhance learning through the use of Chromakey in camps, classes, and an
interactive exhibit.
To integrate reading and writing into astronomy based lessons.

- To offer NCSD students a way to maintain academic progress during school
breaks.
To provide pre-service teachers with teaching experience in a non-traditional
setting.

- To offer the public an educational and enjoyable family activity that will promote
scientific curiosity.

- Audiences will understand that the Earth's past events have determined the
environment we live in today.

- Audiences will draw conclusions that humans impact the environment of the
future.
Audiences will apply knowledge gained from Zula Patrol by comparing different
time periods and creating a commercial using Chromakey.
Astronomy students will research and write astronomy based stories to create a
digital story using Chromakey.



NCSD students will continue their education and practice academic skills during
school breaks by attending Zula Patrol camps.

Pre-service teachers will learn how to operate and utilize the Media Globe and
Chromakey as an educator’s resource and carry this knowledge into the

classroom.
- Local families will complete a family take-home activity together and return to the

planetarium to be entered in a drawing to win a family pass.

Michele Wistisen, Casper Planetarium Supervisor, will order Zula Patrol Planetarium
show, supervise pre-service teachers and planetarium educator, schedule public show
times, and camps, and oversee grant evaluations and records.

Desiree Riley, Planetarium Tech and educator, will maintain grant evaluations and
records, design take-home activity, design all publications and advertisements, and
attend technology training in order to maintain and implement Chromakey exhibit and
programs.

Russel Hawley, Tate Museum Education Specialist, will collaborate with pre-service
teachers in designing relevant camp curriculum for pre-service teachers to present.

Kendall Jacobs, Casper College Mathematics instructor, will assign and supervise two
pre-service teachers to teach the camps and design Zula Patrol curriculum.

The effectiveness of the program will be evaluated using several methods:

- Short questionnaires based on Zula content (the formation of the Earth, and
environmental awareness) will be handed-out after each public show; audiences
who choose to complete the questionnaire and turn it in will receive a prize.

- Qualitative surveys will be collected from the parent of each child who attends the
Zula Patrol astronomy camp.

Students who attend camps and classes will use Chromakey to create a commercial
that promotes healthy environmental habits and will be played before each
planetarium show.

- Completed digital storytelling projects will be evaluated using a specifically designed
rubric.

Pre-service teachers will record and submit a reflection journal for each day of their
camp, including how the Media Globe and Chromakey was used to enhance
learning.

Attendance numbers for Zula Patrol will be recorded.




9. What are your plans to secure permanent funding for this program in
the future?

This project involves a one-time cost to purchase the 10 year license for the full-dome
show and the purchase of and professional development for Chromakey software and
equipment. After the initial purchase of these items the entire program will be
maintained by Casper Planetarium, NCSD, the REC Board and the Wyoming Space
Grant.

SUBJECT:  Middle School Career Technical Education Materials Adoptions

RECOMMENDATION: I recommend the NCSD Board of Trustees review, on first reading, the
proposed adoption of the listed middle school Careen Technical Education (CTE) materials for
grades six through eight.

RATIONALE: The district has not had a CTE materials adoption for fifteen years. In that time,
there has been much research on how middle school students learn and on how they should best
be taught. This adoption reflects that research.

National data trends show that students are more successful in their education when they are
engaged in their learning. The middle school “module concept” uses an exploratory, hands-on
approach that gives students’ useful skills and knowledge in many different career pathways.

Middle school technology programs have long been considered an important strategy for making
connections between math, science, and other subjects students will study in high school.
Recently, longitudinal research examining course-taking patterns in the middle and high school
has discovered a significantly lower drop out rate for students who enter high school having
completed one CTE course for every two academic courses.

Phere are many changes needed for a successtul NCSD middle school CTE
instructional program. This new curriculum adoption will enhance learning opportunities
for middle level students for the next ten years. There is a supplemental sustainability
proposal with this adoption that will upgrade all of the software and hardware to current
industry standards five yvears after inntial implementation.

The adoption of these new curricular materials in our middle schools will help to
improve student success rates by engaging them in hands-on, exploratory, real-world
expertences. This new instructional delivery process will provide ditferentiated
mstruction using a variety of technologies that replicate current industry standards.
Students will be able to choose modules and activities based on their Career Interest
survey (CIS) results. This will improve student engagement.

The new programming will assist each school in meeting their school
improvement plan goals using individualized instruction and small group learning
activities. The new curriculum also meets or exceeds the Wyoming state CTE standards.

This curriculum provides for many cross-curricular activities in Math and
Science. talso allows students to demonstrate in depth reading and writing skills.

Current CTE standards as they pertain to the Depco curriculum:
Resources-students have to manage their time and materials wisely.

AInterpersonal skills- students have to work with a parter and will have to take turns
being the leader, catching each other up and seeing who ftits the requirements best,

Information is applied as students have to compile all of the information, worksheets
and activities, they have to maintain their student database by making sure they are taking
their daily responses and tests, keeping a folder with all of their work both on the
computer and without it.

-Systems- students learn how to work collaboratively, learning the organizational system
of the program and the technological system of storing their information.

“Technology- the system introduces students to a variety of technology applied in many
real life situations, they also use the database and software provided. in addition they are
asked to maintain the real equipment used.

Careers- many modules have a career component that includes filling out a resume or
job application, information is provided for different careers within that area, students are
also expected to meet deadlines and have a good work ethic.

This curriculum has been aligned with the national CTE standards as well as some
of the national math and science standards. Our current Wyoming State standards are



being re-written to align with current national CTE standards. These new Wyoming CTE

standards are being tmplemented as they are re-wrnitten and full implementation will be
dgszm in the next three years. The middle school adoption of the Depeo modular
currtculum will enhance the new CTE standards. The Depco curriculum will be an on-
line curriculum hosted at the Depco facility, therefore, updates to curriculum and
standards will be done on an on-going basis.

Fhe viability of this curriculum has been ventied by CY middle school over the
past two years, [eachers have repoited that the curniculum and standards are very well
aligned with the Wyoming CTE standards.

I'ie Depceo curriculum also meets body of evidence and proficiency requirements

s reported by the CY teachers over the past two years of implementation,

Staff Development — What is the plan for initial and follow-up staff development?

DEPCO will provide the initial training to orient the teacher to the on line Class Plus
software and the hardware associated with each module. An additional professional
development plan has been proposed to train every teacher in the use of each curricular
module. This training will take place at each individual school using the equipment that
has been nstalled. Ongoing PD will be provided and funded through a combination of
district CTE and building funds as necessary. Depco also provides unlimited telephone
support from their headquarters.

7. Rationale:

The adoption will meet the increasing curricular needs of the NCSD middle school CTE

programs. This need is based on several criteria

» the need to provide a horizontally aligned middle school curriculum that makes
the course offerings “more alike than different.” This concept was developed
collaboratively between all middle school principals and CTE teachers during the
CTE study group two years ago.

* the need to develop and support a deep essential curriculum for all content areas
by 2014 as stated Goal #2 of the NC5D Strategic Plan.

* the need to prepare all NCSD middle students to enter one of our high schools
with the necessary knowledge and skills to enter one of the four Career
Academies.

This adoption was developed collaboratively by all CTE teachers from the four middle
schools to compliment the programming currently taught at CY . The intention of this
adoption is to purchase a currtculum that will be viable for the next ten vears. In order to
compete this process, there is a sustainabtlity proposal included in the curriculum
purchase that will upgrade all software and hardware within each module in 5 years. This
apgrade will allow the curriculum to remain viable for the second five-year period.

This learning resource adoption proposal is a cost efficient means of horizontally aligning
our middie school programming. [t is the same amount of money that was spent at CYMS



tor the CTE curriculum they are curre mi ising. Funding of this proposal is estimated to
cost approximately S500.000.00. This cos x%;zii be split among three smddf schools and
nine programs. 1F this costis pro-rated over a ten- year period including the sustainability

agreement, the cost for each program per year 1s 55 550.00. That is approximately $27.73

Lo

per student per year.

Al four of our middle school CTE programs will benefit from this adoption as a
result of the on-line curricufum and management software. Each teacher will be able to
access all avallable currrcula, even it their school or program does not have a certain
module. This benefit will allow middle school teachers to collaborate among schools and
programs providing for a more consistent teaching approach. Upgrades will be installed
at the district level and automatically be available to all users. This will remain in effect
for the entire ten-year contract period.
