Character education grant/Diversity coordinator position



Crystal informed the group that it doesn’t appear the coordinator will be able to fit in with the mentoring grant the way the task force would want it to. Mark Mathern has been speaking to Utah grant writer Todd Brager about a federal Character Education grant, that we might be able to shape to fit the diversity coordinator position. 



The task force brainstormed ways of fitting them together. It discussed how diversity plays into character; how they correlate. They also discussed who should be included in further discussions (principals, etc.), and what kind of data would need to be provided for the grant. 



The group decided it would need to know how the grant defines character education, which is: Efforts to help young people develop good character, which includes knowing about, caring about, and acting on core ethical values such as fairness, honesty, compassion, responsibility, and respect for self and others.



John mentioned he feared that diversity would get lost in this grant, as it would likely include other programs.



Gayle has experience with grants and will look at this one. She’ll contact Todd, and also invite him into a conference call with us at our next meeting, so we can get more information about this grant.
