The Casper City Council, at their November 2, 2010, Council meeting, approved facility use funds in the
amount of $4,500; and in-kind services in the amount of $287.95, to assist in funding your proposal for
Fiscal Year 2010-2011 Community Promotions funds. It is your responsibility to make the necessary
arrangements for the facilities and services with the appropriate Departments.
